* Month and day of publication

* Distribution arrangements

* Publicity contact information

An accompanying letter should contain a description or synopsis of the book, and any
pertinent publicity information, including the author’s previous titles, blurbs, or previous
reviews. Book club, paperback, audio or movie rights sales, author tours of 5 cities or
more, a print run of more than 10,000 or an ad/promo budget of more than $30,000
should be noted.

Please include a separate cover sheet or letter for each copy of every title submitted.
